On August 15t staff will bring recommendations to the Board of Supervisors for further direction on low-level
projects, governance structure and ideas around additional funding opportunities to expand low-level design.

e CPUC LATA Grant

o We have received some preliminary high-level network design from Tilson engineers. The high-
level engineering design identifies 23 project area/subregions in Sonoma County. These project
areas are diverse and spread wide among all 5 districts.

o  With this many project areas, the broadband team needed a way to be able to evaluate project
priority consideration. Over the course of the past three weeks, the team has developed a scoring
rubric that will help the Sonoma County Board of Supervisors make data informed decisions on
which areas to prioritize for low level design on August 1. The scoring rubric is broken up into two
critical categories:

= |nformational: variablesthat are usedto provide context tothe project (i.e. total locations,
total unserved locations, miles of network, estimated subsidy needed).

=  Weighted: variables that we tookinto consideration for our staff proposed priority project
ranking: median household income of project area, proximity to middle mile infrastructure
(state network), and grant dollars per unserved household.

Currently 15% (10,974) of eligible households are enrolled in ACP.
